In just two weeks during mid-May, God provided favor and grace to a three-
man mission team for Christ. By invitation, Grace Life Bible College in 
Webuye, Kenya asked the INTO AFRICA team to teach 30 students and 
pastors biblical teaching in leadership development, discipleship, and 
evangelism training.

Rev. Dr. Walter West and Rev. Johnny Weldon taught a 300-level Leadership 
Development course at the college. Rev. Albert Kaidor trained the group 
classical evangelism, then mobilized teams into surrounding communities 
during four, gospel-outreach efforts. More than a 120 people heard the good 
news of Jesus, and more than 80 of those who heard said, “Yes” to Jesus! 
Glory be to God!

This small U.S. team also ministered to over 100 Kenyan pastors and church 
leaders in a “Minister’s Self-Care” weekend conference at Grace Life Church. 
The open-panel discussion and Q&A topics focused on Pastors and their 
finances, family, and other relationships they encounter.

Walter, Johnny and Albert felt privileged to preach in several different church 
services about hearing God‘s word, finding encouragement in the spirit and 
believing in God’s truths. Additionally, the Holy Spirit impacted the body of 
Christ to seek the Lord with all their hearts, to apply biblical principles to their 
lives and ministries, and to grow in God’s grace as they continue to walk in 
relationship with Jesus.

Through shoulder-to-shoulder preparation of the gospel of peace, and assisting, 
serving and encouraging the Church, bonds of unity and friendship developed 
between the Kenyan and U.S. teams. This mission experience forged 
relationships by truth and grace, blessing all in experiencing God‘s love for one 
another. Now having come to Christ, we must go out for Christ with His 
Gospel.

The leaders shared how two, active missionary families 
spread the gospel in Oregon and Japan, fun beach facts, what it takes 
to be a Florida Disaster Relief volunteer, how to know the ONE WAY 
to heaven through a gospel-painting presentation, and the story of 
Salvation with each of the elementary groups passing through our 
room. By the end of the week, 98 kids were counseled, 63 professed 
their faith in Jesus and 33 kids were baptized! God is good all the 
time, and all the time, God is good!
